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01. DISONANCIAS platform 
 
DISONANCIAS is a platform that liaises and promotes relationships between artists and 
companies, research centres or public organisations in order to foster innovation in all its 
aspects and transmit to society the importance of developing creative environments. 

 
It is based on the idea that artists are, by definition, researchers and can contribute to 
proposing new and different paths of innovation, introducing detours and discords in the 
normal processes of thought and action, contributing creativity and work methodologies 
and serving as a catalyst for the members of a team.  
 
DISONANCIAS is based on:  

�  giving priority to the participation of committed entities with social responsibility 
and sustainable development;  

�  seeking collaboration between artists or groups of artists who share this 
commitment and who are interested in interacting with areas beyond that of the 
strictly artistic;  

�  understanding innovation not as an end in itself but as a tool for changing the way 
things are done, attitudes and values.  

 
The results of the DISONANCIAS projects must therefore aspire to go beyond success in 
the marketplace or public acceptance in order to contribute to the construction of a society 
that is orientated towards values of diversity, balance, sustainability, flexibility and the 
spirit of risk. 
 
DISONANCIAS is the headquarter of artsactive.net, an international network that includes 
primarily the main organisers of programmes of collaboration between artists and science 
or industry research labs, in Australia, United States, France, United Kingdom, Holland 
and Switzerland 
 

02. 2007/08 round 
 
After closing the participation of the 9 hosting companies, an international call for artists was 
organized, open from July 2007 to October 2007. Over 180 proposals were received, sent 
by 174 artists (group of artists or individual artists) from 35 countries. 
 
When the call concluded, a jury formed by international experts selected various dossiers 
for each requested research in order to present them to the corresponding participating 
entity. The members of the jury were Cecilia Andersson (curator and director of Werk Ltd, 
a curatorial agency based in Stockholm, Sweden), Bronac Ferran (researcher, writer and 
producer specialising in interdisciplinary projects, former director of the Interdisciplinary 
Arts Department at the Arts Council England and member of artsactive.net), José Pérez 
de Lama (architect and associate professor at the School of Architecture, University of 
Seville) y Juan Mari Uzkudun (former MCC Director of Innovation). 
 
The companies themselves made the final decision, after studying the CVs and 
preliminary projects of the pre-selected artists.  
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03. Collaboration process 
 

Artists are requested to develop a prototype, procedure or idea based on a predefined 
framework by the participating host entity during 9 months, from November 2007 to July 
2008. Cecilia Andersson, who is also member of the jury, will help in the project 
monitoring within this edition. 
 
Besides, the 20th and 21st of November a methodology seminar was took place in the 
Escuela Superior de Ingenieros of Bilbao so as to share methodological thoughts between 
artists and representatives from companies or research centres. It was directed by the 
artist consultant François Deck. Deck is professor at the Ecole Supérieure d' Art de 
Grenoble (France) and he develops a method art by interacting with different fields. Some 
of the projects developed by François Deck are: Au bout du plongeoir (On the Edge of the 
Trampoline) [societal game], Rennes, Paris, Lyon and Hamburg, underway; Can Art Learn 
from the Economy and Enterprise? [debate protocols], L’école d’art de Rueil-Malmaison, 
2007; Urban Interstices, art, architecture, landscape [research-action], Paris, underway; 
XV Paris Biennale, consultant, 2007-2008. 
 

04. Perfil de los artistas seleccionados 
 
The heterogeneous profile of the artists / creators matches both the highly diverse profile 
of the bodies involved, and the accompanying variety of activities and research. 

 
To better understand of the profile of the artists who will be working with DISONANCIAS 
this year, they fall within two broad categories: 

 
�  artists who usually work on relational projects within or outside the art sphere, 
and who, within the context of DISONANCIAS, will mainly be developing research linked 
to the interrelation between systems, people or resources. They are:   
 

�  AMASTÉ (Ricardo Antón, Bilbao, 1974, Txelu Balboa, Vitoria-Gasteiz, 1974, 
Iván Barrio, Bilbao, 1980, Oihana Bonilla, Getxo, 1980, Javi Modino, Frama, 
Santander, 1981, and María Pérez, Bilbao, 1976); AMASTÉ is an ideas office 
specialising in socio-cultural mediation strategies, applied creativity and non-
conventional communication; with LANTEGI BATUAK it will be investigating avenues 
of integration for disabled people within the social environment, using the figure of 
superheroes who transform their peculiarities, mutations or handicaps into 
superpowers. 
 

�  Ania Bas (Resko, Poland, 1981); an artist who looks for collaboration with 
artists and non-artists. She has developed various projects associated with town 
planning and will work with TECNALIA and its Urban Creativity Lab in order to set up 
collaborative interactive processes directed at formalising visual mediums to help 
represent a sustainable urban environment model.  

 

�  Mariano Maturana (Santiago de Chile, 1960) and Consol Rodríguez 
(Barcelona, 1972); they develop projects connected with public art, video creation and 
the Internet; their collaboration with POLO GARAIA will consider the Innovation Park 
as an intelligent social organism, imagining mechanisms capable of providing their 
workers with real time information so that they can change processes as soon as they 
occur. 
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�  artists / architects/ creators, a good deal of whose work centres on the 
investigation of processes or technologies in a search for crossovers between 
different fields, and who, in the DISONANCIAS context, will mainly be working from 
products or technologies developed by their host bodies. They are: 
 

�  Daniela Bershan (Germany, 1980); works at the intersection between art and 
science and on the production of installations and sculptures in public spaces; with the 
GRUPO SARKIS LAGUNKETA she will be researching a sustainable architectural 
model. 
 

�  Álvaro Castro (Badajoz, 1983) and Fran Gallardo (Córdoba, 1983); work 
within the area of architectural computing and video-surveillance and, more generally, 
on projects involving the specialisation and use of new technologies; they will 
collaborate with DORLET on an applied multimedia home automation project. 
 

�  Cuantics Creatives (Diego Soroa, Bizkaia, 1975, Belen Butragueño, Madrid, 
1977, Carmen Paz, Coruña, 1977); Cuantics Creatives is a creative research and 
concept design Laboratory, deeply connected with the idea of relational architecture 
and sensory technologies; the Lab will collaborate with the FUNDACIÓN IKERTIA on 
defining a strategy to draw attention to the existence of defibrillators in public spaces. 
 

�  Recetas Urbanas (Santiago Cirugeda, Sevilla, 1971, Alejandro Bonasso, 
Harold Guayux, Tania Santos, y Luca Stasi); develops subversion projects in different 
ambits of urban reality, from systematic occupations of public spaces using containers, 
to the construction of prostheses on facades, patios, roofs or plots; will collaborate with 
LANIK on researching into temporary uses for deserted spaces.  
 

�  ReD (Marta Malé, Barcelona, 1971, and José Pedro Sousa, Porto, 1976); ReD 
is involved in design and research within the field of architecture and digital 
technologies; with IMAR, these artists will investigate possible 3D structural 
applications in architecture for perforated metal sheet. 
 

As occurs each year, an artist will make a documentary about all the projects that have 
been developed, in collaboration with EiTB. For this edition, Victor Iriarte (Bilbao, 1976), 
graduate in journalism and holder of two postgraduates on Creation Documentary and 
Specialisation in Contemporary Basque Art, will create an audiovisual blog to disseminate 
the research processes that will be operating for the nine-month period. This blog will be 
active from December 2007 onwards. 
 
This time, as in the previous edition of DISONANCIAS, there are more artist collectives 
participating (6 this year) than artists taking part in an individual capacity (3 people). But 
there are many more artists from the Spanish State (three of the artists live in Portugal, 
Holland and Great Britain, respectively, while all the rest live in Spain). Altogether there 
are 14 male and 9 female participants.
